Public invited to presentation about crashes, injury prevention

High-level medical investigator to speak May 8 at B-H-K Child Development

HOUGHTON — Arearesidents, government officials, teachers, students and others who want to
learn more about motor vehicle crashes, the importance of seat-belt use and the perils of drinking and
driving are invited to a specia “brown bag” presentation with an expert in the field.

Richard Malone, a senior deputy medical investigator for the state of New Mexico, will present
“Chooseto Live” from noon to 1 p.m. Thursday, May 8, 2003, in the first floor conference room of the B-
H-K Child Development center at 700 Park Avenue in Houghton. The center islocated west of M-26 behind
the General Store.

“Thisisagreat opportunity for public education about two critical issues — motor vehicle safety and
preventable behaviors,” said Dave Mayo-Kiely, coordinator of the Copper Country Human Services
Coordinating Body, one of the groups that helped to bring Malone to Houghton. “ Everyone — from police to
students — can benefit from this presentation.”

In 22 years as amedical investigator, Malone has investigated more than 3,000 deaths and more than
1,000 fatal motor-vehicle crashes. His assignment in New Mexico includes about 5,500 square miles,
including much of the Navao nation.

For the past 16 years, Malone has been a passionate spokesman for traffic safety. He has spoken to
more than 45,000 people in 27 states, including more than 12,000 high school students about a variety of
traffic safety issues. Through true-life stories about his experiences investigating serious motor-vehicle
collisions, Malone has captivated audiences across the nation.

In addition to offering a compelling presentation, Mayo-Kielly said Malon€e' s visit will help the
Human Services Coordinating Body to improve quality of life in the Copper Country through collaborative
efforts between police, social-service agencies and other groups the HSCB represents.



“In particular, Maone's presentation will help us begin to focus on one of the seven community
indicators that the HSCB has been working on for its Community Report Card — that being ‘ had been
drinking’ accidents,” Mayo-Kiely said.

People are encouraged to bring their own “brown bag” lunch for the Houghton event, athough
coffee and cookies will be provided. Malone also will speak from 6 p.m. to 7:30 p.m. at the Ojibwa Resort
Motel in Baraga. Everyone isinvited to that presentation as well.

Malone holds a bachelor’ s degree in criminology from Indiana State University. He has more than
1,000 hours of advanced training in forensics, motor vehicle crash investigation and injury prevention and
serves as a nationally recognized professional instructor in those fields.

Malone' s visit to the Copper Country is sponsored by the Keweenaw Bay Indian Community
